Player Information

The USWCA Junior Bonspiels are open to teams of juniors from the United States (under Age 21)
and from Canada (under Age 19) or composite teams of United States and Canadian juniors
(adhering to age requirements of both countries). Bonspiel participants do not have to belong to
USWCA member clubs.

Teams may enter a USWCA Junior Bonspiel in any territory. Teams and/or players are encouraged
to enter more than one USWCA Junior Bonspiel in a single season.

Travel assistance funds are available for those teams that travel over 150 miles by car or over 300
miles by bus, rail or air. Reimbursement for traveling via car is at 50% of the Federal Mileage Rate
for miles over 150 miles. Reimbursement for traveling via bus or rail is 50% of bus or rail fare and
may including the fare for one chaperone. Reimbursement for traveling via airplane is 25% of airfare
and may include airfare for one chaperone. The maximum reimbursement per team is $250. No
player may receive more than one reimbursement per season. See the link below for the form.
